Respond to Previous Citation(s)

The program has not developed a standard method for residents to keep a record of the patients they have seen on the inpatient
and outpatient services. Furthermore there is no documentation of these activities in the residents' folders. At the time of the site
visit, residents were not uniformly documenting the outpatient experience and resident logs were not being maintained. Program
requirements mandate residents to keep a patient listing of both ambulatory and inpatient experiences and have it available for
the site visitor. P.R. IV. B 2&3; S.V.R. pages 10, 16.

The Division requires the trainees to keep track of both inpatient and outpatient encounters as well as procedures
during various rotations. The Program Requirement (IV B 2) states as follows: "A patient listing containing a unique
patient identifier, age, and diagnosis must be available for verification by the site visitor."

Dr. Simon stated that one of the three residents in the program brought his patient logs. He was only keeping track of
inpatient consults. This refers to Dr. Crockett, who had been informed on numerous occasions to maintain a record of
all patient encounters. He was criticized by the Director for not keeping logs on every patient encounter.

Dr. Simon went on to state, "The other two residents in the program stated that they were keeping track of both
inpatients and outpatients. However, they stated that the faculty had not reviewed these logs." Indeed, Drs. Arias and
Ramirez had logs of inpatient and outpatient encounters as well as procedures, however, because of
miscommunication between Drs. Simon and Lockey, and the subspecialty residents, such logs were not available for
review by Dr. Simon. These logs with a unique patient identifier, age and diagnosis, were available (10 minutes
round-trip) since they were kept at the University/VA office within a block of where Dr. Simon met with the
subspecialty residents. Clarification for Program Directors is necessary for the Program Requirement IV. B. 2. which
again states as follows: "A patient listing containing a unique patient identifier, age, and diagnosis must be available
for verification by the site visitor." Again, such logs were available from trainees. However, the statement does not
state that these logs are to be kept in a "standard method" nor does it state that copies of the logs must be reviewed
by faculty or kept in the fellow's file. The faculty and Program Director thought that these logs were necessary for
future credentialing after the trainees left the subspecialty residentship.

The Program Director and faculty now realize that patient logs are an important part of the assessment of
competency in caring for patients and clinical skills and will enable the faculty and Program Director to provide
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appropriate feedback to the residents-in-training. All patient logs are copied on a monthly basis and reviewed by the
faculty with residents in the faculty-residents monthly meeting and maintained in the fellow's Division personnel file.

2. "The goals and objectives of the program are neither rotation nor level specific.”

The following information was included in the Residents Handbook prior to Dr. Simon's visit: "Goals of the Section of
Allergy and Immunology", a note to the subspecialty residents about research projects, a document specifying
"Research and Scholarly Requirements for Allergy and Immunology Subspecialty residents-In-Training"; "Guidelines
for Subspecialty residents”, and "Chief Fellow Requirements". Some level- and goal-specific information is included
in these documents. Another document, which had not been previously available, outlines the level and rotational-
specific goals which have been in place for years. While these were not written and included in the Resident
Handbook, the Division has monthly meetings with faculty and residents where goals and objectives of each rotation
are reviewed and discussed. The Division is small (2 subspecialty residents, sometimes 3) so verbal communication
has been both direct and effective.

The faculty and the Program Director realize the importance to both the faculty and subspecialty residents of written
level-specific and rotational-specific learning objectives which address the required competencies to improve
evaluation and feedback procedures. The teaching staff is also aware of the new (July 2002) requirements and,
therefore, are restructuring written documents that address these defined competencies.

3. "There are significant errors reported in the PIF and the statistical information is difficult to assess."

The numbers included in the PIF, with one exception (one number), are accurate

* "The figures supplied stated that the average number of patients seen by a resident during a half-day clinic session
at the University of South Florida Clinics is 10-20. However the PIF indicates that the resident will see 1-2 new
patients in each clinic each week as well as 6-8 follow-up patients."

PIF: Page 45 (I0B). This statement is misunderstood. The numbers listed on page 45 (I0B) refers to the USF
Immunodeficiency Clinic where subspecialty residents see two new patients as well as 6 to 8 follow-up patients each
week at the Thursday morning clinic . The numbers Dr. Simon is referring to are on page 41 and refer to patients
treated at the USF Allergy Clinics where subspecialty residents see 10 to 20 patients in a half-day clinic either on.
Tuesday mornings or Thursday afternoons. These numbers are correct.

« "Likewise, the numbers reported from Dr. Holfelder's office were confusing, i.e., if the resident sees an average of
six patients per half day clinic for a half year, that would mean the resident would only see a total of 150 - 156
patients. However the PIF indicated the number was closere to 300. On the day of the site visit, it was clarified that a
more accurate number was 25 new patients per resident during the 24 month period and 125 follow-up visits for a
total of 150 follow-up visits."

On page 42 (PIF) it is noted that the total number of visits per year at Dr. Holfelder's clinic is 300 per year. The fellow
rotates through the clinic only for six months on (Wednesday afternoons). Therefore, the resident sees approximately
150 patients. These numbers are correct.

PIF: Page 64 (12h). It is stated that "The second year fellow spends six months attending this clinic on Wednesday
afternoons. A new patient and four to six established patients are examined by the fellow and staffed by Dr.
Holfelder." Again, these numbers are consistent.

* "Residents in the adult immunology clinic were listed at 25 visits per year but in reality each resident had a total of
90 in the two-year period of time."

PIF: Page 54. The numbers for Institution #2 (VA) for patients seen with immunodeficiencies in the V A Outpatient
Clinic are correct. The figure for the total number of visits per year was clarified for Dr. Simon during his visit to be
100 (per 2 years) total patients. However, the Program Director not only made a mistake in the written document but
as well as what he told Dr. Simon during the visit. The correct number is 50 per year (for one year), not for two years
(during which 100 are seen). The number of new patients per resident during the 24-month program is 20 with the
number of follow-up per resident during the 24-month program 70, as indicated in the P.I.LF., page 54. Therefore, the
fellow sees approximately 10 new patients and 35 follow-up patients each year or approximately 100
immunodeficiency patients in the VA Clinic over two years.

Summary:

The faculty and Program Director of the Division feel that there are opportunities for improvement as outlined under
number 1 and weaknesses requiring improvement under number 2. There was one mistake about a number and a
miscommunication about this same number under number 3. The Program Director and the faculty trust that this
explanation will satisfy the RRC.

A letter dated October 23, 2002 from the RRC approved these responses and the program received full accreditation
for 5 years.

Major Changes
Please provide a brief update explaining any major changes not described above to the training program since the last site visit
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(for example, changes in program format, resident complement, program leadership, or participating sites).

The subspecialty residents no longer rotate through Dr. Holfelder’s office. They now rotate through the Allergy,
Asthma & Immunol Assoc of Tampa Bay Clinic (Inst # 3) where 35% patients are pediatric, similar to the number seen
in Holfelder's office. The USF immunodeficiency clinic was discontinued on Jan 1 2007. The trainees now attend the
VA immunodeficiency clinic under the supervision of Dr. Gompf, a conjoint faculty member in Infectious Diseases &
A&l.

Mark Glaum,MD,PhD,joined the faculty in July, 2004. He supervises a weekly conference where the trainees review a
basic immunology book and the JACI "Primer of Allergic & Immunologic Diseases" & the "Allergic & Immunologic
MKSAP. Subspecialty residents rotate on Dr. Glaum's Wed morn USF clinic, on the consult service and Inst # 3. New
faculty members in the Airway Disease Research Center include Weidong Zhang, Ph.D. (since August 1, 2005),
Prasana Jena, Ph.D. (since September 9, 2003), Weidong Xu, Ph.D. (since July 1, 2006), and Arun Kumar, Ph.D. (since
July, 2006). They interact with trainees in the lab & research conferences.

The 2 Divisions of A&l co-sponsor a weekly Wed teleconference that encompasses all major subjects from the master
list on A&l as defined by the ACGME guidelines. The Signature Interdisciplinary Program in A&l & Infectious Diseases
(SPAIID)is co-chaired by Dr. Mohapatra. This program was instituted to encourage interdisciplinary research.
Trainees participate in the monthly journal club and attend the distinguished lecture series.

An ENT/A&I conference is held quarterly on a Thursday evening and residents present cases discussed by the joint
faculty. ENT residents rotate on the service 2 half days for 6 mths.

The Division also sponsors a 12-wk Clinical Research Methods course under the auspices of Dr. Mohapatra & other
faculty. These conferences are for all internal medicine residents and are held from 7:30-9AM, Thurs mornings. A&l
trainee attendance is mandatory.

Dr. Lockey is president-elect of the World Allergy Org (WAO) & is also WAO web editor. Trainees are asked to publish
a case report in the WAO Journal & also write up an interactive case report for the WAO web. All lectures on Wed AM
are recorded & placed on the WAO web for trainees & residents to review at their leisure.

Rotation changes include increased research time in the 2nd yr. The rotation schedule has been modified to allow
for larger blocks of dedicated research time in the 2nd yr. There is a wkly research conference for basic & clinical
research. Once monthly, this is conjoint with ACH and televised to promote and discuss collaborative research
between the 2 Divisions.

Describe other key assessment methods used but not available in the drop down list.

The methods used are the in-service written examinations(in 2007, 3 of 5 were in the 98 percentile and the other 2 did
very well, and all our fellows have passed the Allergy & Immunology Boards at first attempt during the last 5 years),
and questions written by the fellows for their peers. The Allergy/Immunology subspecialty residents are questioned
during case report reviews in front of the faculty members. Every 6 months, 20 patients assess the communication
skills, friendliness and helpfulness of each trainee. Their portfolios are examined for completeness and to assure that
their materials are adequate according to the ACGME guidelines. Dr. Lockey reviews progress with each of the
subspecialty residents on a weekly basis. All lectures that the subspecialty residents present are evaluated by faculty
and subspecialty residents at USF and All Children’s Hospital, using a Rubric evaluation form. The A/l subspecialty
residents are evaluated every six months using the standardized form of general and specialty specific competencies.
The A/l subspecialty residents maintain a patient log, and an on-line patient procedure log as provided by the
IACGME. The faculty and subspecialty residents review these records periodically to make certain that the subspecialty,
residents are obtaining adequate clinical experiences and that they have an adequate number of pediatric and adult
encounters. For example, 1 of our fellows did not have an adequate no. of ped inpatient consults and we have
instituted a program whereby they are now seeing inpatient consults at ACH. All procedures are observed by the
attending staff and a special rhinoscopy clinic is conducted for the subspecialty residents on an every-other-week
basis, depending on the need for this procedure. The overall competencies of the allergy and immunology
subspecialty residents are summarized at the end of the two year subspecialty residency.

There are several methods used to assess the cognitive knowledge of an A/l fellow:

1. During a didactic conference,evaluation forms are completed by faculty and subspecialty residents to evaluate a
fellow's knowledge, presentation and discussion. Questions assessing cognitive knowledge are asked during didactic
and case conferences.

2. During in-hospital rounds,the subspecialty residents are asked questions assessing cognitive knowledge by the
participating faculty and subspecialty residents.

Completed evaluations are first discussed among all A/l faculty and the TPD. The program coordinator (Dr. Fox) then
reviews and discusses the evaluation with each fellow and gives advice as indicated. The subspecialty residents,
where appropriate, also discuss the evaluation with other members of the Division.

Describe how evaluators are educated to use the assessment methods listed above so that residents are evaluated fairly and
consistently.

The USF GMEC meets quarterly and an annual GMEC retreat reviews resident assessment methods for USF faculty.
This information is distributed and reviewed by each faculty member. The ACGME has on line information about the
Outcome Project which is a valuable resource. The article in NEJM 2007;356:387-96 entitled “Assessment in Medical
Education” was distributed and discussed at the faculty meeting. The evaluators convene for an overview of the
residents’ competencies at faculty meetings, and at the conjoint faculty meeting, assessments and the process of
assessments are discussed.

Describe how residents are informed of the performance criteria on which they will be evaluated.

Each resident is introduced to the assessment methods of both general and specialty specific competencies by

handouts and discussions. The residents are given objectives and goals of their training for each period of training.
he residents are informed at introductory meetings at the beginning of their training of the assessment methods. All
his information is incorporated into two manuals of residency information. They are required to read this manual as
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rNeII as to sign off that they have reviewed it.

Describe the system to ensure that faculty complete written evaluations of residents in a timely manner following each rotation or
educational experience?

At the end of each six month period, the core faculty are required to complete an evaluation on each resident. All
these evaluations are carefully reviewed and each fellow’s evaluation incorporates the assessments by individual
faculty members into one final evaluation. This is enforced at faculty meetings. The final evaluation is personally
reviewed with the fellow, and both the fellow and the program coordinator sign the forms for filing and the
evaluations are completed online for the ABAL.

Describe the process used to complete and document written semiannual resident evaluations, including the mechanism for
reviewing results (e.g., who meets with the residents and how the results are documented in resident files?

The semiannual resident evaluations are summarized from all evaluators and the general and specialty specific
competencies are discussed at the faculty meeting prior to discussing the evaluation with the resident. Comments are
made at the meeting to supplement the summary evaluations. The USF faculty, including the volunteer faculty, and
IACH faculty, submit their evaluations. Dr Fox, the program coordinator, summarizes these results and presents them
to the entire faculty. Dr Fox discusses the final assessment with the resident, either alone or at times in the faculty
meeting. Dr. Fox assists in the development of an action plan to address any deficiencies. Progress in these areas is
reviewed at the subsequent evaluation meeting. The evaluations are placed in the portfolios. Division files are
documented on-line for the ABAL.

Describe the system used by the residents to provide annual confidential written evaluations of the teaching faculty (have
examples and forms available for review by site visitor).

The Allergy/Immunology residents submit anonymous evaluations on each of the faculty members. These evaluations
are submitted and filed for review at the semi-annual faculty meeting. The overall evaluations on each faculty
member are discussed openly at the faculty meeting. There is an annual review required by the University to be
completed by the individual faculty member and reviewed with the Director of the Division of Allergy. The faculty that
are affiliated with the V.A. Hospital are also internally reviewed on their performance.

Several methods are used to evaluate the faculty’s contributions to the educational program. They include:

1. Each fellow completes, on a semi-annual basis, an evaluation form on each faculty member that rates the faculty
member on their educational objectives/performance, planned education sessions, responsibility, decision-making,
patient care, and other assignments. Also included in the evaluation is the attending’s ability to promote discussion,
their attitude towards teaching, provision of materials and resources to enhance learning, feedback on performance
and the faculty member as a role model. The results are reviewed by the Division Chief and TPD. The results are
given to individual faculty members by the Division Chief. An action plan is developed to correct deficiencies and this
is reviewed at the subsequent semi-annual review.

2. Semi-annual completion of an anonymous evaluation questionnaire rating the quality of the A/l training program
by the subspecialty residents. Constructive criticism is requested in the following areas: 1) overall quality of the
training program, 2) patient care experience, 3) procedures/techniques, 4) didactic/educational programs, 5) research,
6) strengths and weaknesses of the program. This is discussed at the faculty meeting and an action plan is developed.
Progress is monitored at the subsequent semi-annual evaluation.

Describe the program's (or Department's, if applicable) system for evaluating and providing feedback to the teaching faculty.

Each faculty member must complete annually the Goals and Objectives Evaluation Form for the University that
includes contribution to education and the amount of effort each faculty member provides to the training program.

Concerns or issues regarding faculty performance will be addressed with the faculty member in question by the
program director. If the concerns/issues are not resolved by the initial method, the problem will be brought up for
discussion at the mthly faculty meeting to determine the appropriate resolution of the issues. If the concerns/issues
continue, the situation will be handled as appropriate by the Division Chief or, if necessary, by the Chairman of the
Department of Medicine.
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Both USF and VA require annual faculty/staff physician reports and Dr Lockey (PD) reviews the evaluation with each
aculty member for comment and correction. Dr Lockey and the faculty member signs off on their evaluation.

Describe the approach used for program evaluation.

\We ask the alumni through the USF Alumni Association to submit their retrospective evaluation of the program as
their careers progress. The fellows have opportunity to voice their comments about the program at the faculty
meetings and the weekly meetings with Dr Lockey. A fellow may choose to confidentially discuss an issue about the
program with a faculty member. The ACGME office is open any time for fellows who have a grievance. The GMEC
sends an evaluator for an in-house inspection of the training program. The GMEC discusses the findings and makes
recommendations based on their site visit. The graduating residents complete an anonymous, on-line program
review, hosted by the USF GMEC. These results are compiled, an action plan created, and this is monitored at the
subsequent review of graduates.

Describe one example of how the program used the aggregated results of residents' performance and/or other program evaluation
results to improve the program (have the written plan of action available for review by the site visitor).

The USF Division of A&l had a weekend retreat during which time the Division dicussed patient care, teaching and
research. A potential deficiency in patient education was identified. A plan was outlined to involve the residents in
gathering together teaching information for patients at the various clinics. This action plan consisted of the residents-
in-training gathering information from a variety of different sources (those already available in various clinics) as well
as on the computer. The fellows found that the VA Hospital has a variety of different patient education forms which
are government property, and therefore can be distributed to patients in all clinics. Each fellow was required to have
a portfolio of forms in an accordion file to pass out to patients at various clinics.
